Montana non-resident snowmobile and snowbike licenses cost $35.00; 
Idaho non-resident 1-year snowmobile licenses cost $59.50. 

Idaho non-resident 2-year snowmobile licenses cost $117.50. 

Montana requires ALL residents with “mechanized equipment”, 
including snowmobiles, fat-tire bikes, and converted motorized

snow bikes to have a Groomed Trail Pass
The Groomed Trail Pass costs $20.00 for two years. 

Licenses and groomed trail passes are available at authorized snowmobile 
vendors and the West Yellowstone Visitor Information Center.
