Montana non-resident snowmobile and snowbike licenses cost $35.00;
Idaho non-resident 1-year snowmobile licenses cost $59.50.
Idaho non-resident 2-year snowmobile licenses cost $119.00.

Observe trail speed limits and restricted areas

Ride within your capabilities

Allow extra time and plenty of distance for maneuvering
Stay off plowed roads

Montana requires ALL residents with “mechanized equipment”,
including snowmaobiles, fat-tire bikes, and converted motorized
snow bikes to have a Groomed Trail Pass
The Groomed Trail Pass costs $20.00 for two years.

Travel over frozen lakes, rivers, and streams is not recommended!
Traveling on ice is dangerous. If you choose to travel on frozen, lakes,
rivers and streams, use extreme caution.
